To earn an Associate Degree for Transfer, students must complete 60 semester units (90 quarter units) of coursework that is transferable to the 
California State University with an overall GPA of 2.0 or higher, and also complete each of the following requirements:   1. Major/Area of 
Emphasis: A minimum of 18 semester units (27 quarter units) of coursework, with a C or higher earned in each course or P if taken on a Pass/No 
Pass basis, as required by the Los Angeles Community College District (LACCD) (Title 5 §55062);  2. General Education: Completion of the 
California General Education Transfer Curriculum (Cal-GETC) course requirements, with a C or higher earned for each course or P if taken on a 
Pass/No Pass basis (34 semester/45 quarter units); 3. Residency: A minimum of 12 semester units must be completed within the LACCD (Title 5 
§55062).  Note: This degree replaces the previous AS-T in Public Health Science and has a different Academic Plan code.
