Experience can be paid
and /or volunteer and must be met within the last two years from
the date of certificate application submission.

These Skills Certificates provide educational training for students
wishing to become licensed Family Child Care Providers, and for
those who are already licensed providers and wish to increase
their training and education.

The Associates in Arts in Early Childhood Education for Transfer focuses
on the theory and practice of early childhood care and education for
children from birth to age eight. Students must complete 60 required
semester units of CSU transferable course work. The course of study
includes the basic principles of educational and developmental
psychology; the art of observing, teaching, and guiding young children;
planning and administration of developmentally appropriate inclusive
educational activities; school safety and health issues; and the social
and emotional foundations of early care and education. Students
completing this program have the potential of obtaining occupations in
educational settings such as infant/toddler caregivers; preschool
teachers; family home childcare providers; master teachers, site
supervisors, program directors, child life specialists, and social services
workers. Students prepare to transfer to four-year schools to pursue
advanced degrees in child development with the eventual goal of
becoming Early Childhood Education (ECE) program directors, center
principals, ECE resource specialists, consultants, or finding employment in
related human service fields.
