ENGLISH 103 COMMUNICATIONS 101
COMPOSITION & CRITICAL THINKING (3) PUBLIC SPEAKING (3)

It
emphasizes reasoning, analysis and strategies of
argumentation using interdisciplinary texts that
include theoretical and literary works. Evaluations of
texts reveal the multicultural/global aspects of our
society.
