Chicana/o Studies at West focuses on the U.S. population of Mexican origin as well as other ethnic and
racialized groups, such as Central Americans and Indigenous people. Our curriculum is rooted in empowering
students through interdisciplinary and social justice frameworks centered around race, gender, sexuality, and
class paradigms which address and analyze the experiences of Chicanas/os and Latinas/os.
